Effective July 1, 2008 

Beginning July 1, 
2008 all children 
must be in a booster 
seat until they are 8 
years old or 4’9” 
tall.  

*If your child is over 8 years old, 
but under 4’9” tall, the law does 
not apply. 

*If your child is under 8 years old, 
but over 4’9” tall, the law does not 
apply. 

Remember: In both of these cases, 
your child may be safer in a 
booster seat but it is not required 
by law.
